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Key Findings from Cost-of-Service Studies

 Similar results in all four divisions

* Residential paying below cost of service
 Commercial classes paying above cost of service
* Most basic service charges below cost of service
* KUB’s cost of service typical of other utilities

* Exception: KUB capital investment in wastewater and water systems
above average
