Re: Traffic Advisory – Lane/Road Closures for Utility Work [All closures are weather 
permitting] 
 
(Downtown Knoxville) Clinch Avenue Road & Parking Closures [Daily, EXTENDED 
February 9-10] – KUB crews will extend the intermittent closure on a one block section 
of Clinch Avenue between Market Street and S. Gay Street daily between 7 a.m. – 11 
p.m. through Thursday, February 9, and Friday, February 10, as work is performed 
on the underground electric system in the area. Curbside parking will also continue to be 
closed on the north curbside of Clinch Avenue between Market Street and S. Gay Street, 
and along the east curbside of S. Gay Street between Union Avenue and Journal Place. 
Alternate routes for through traffic include Union Avenue and W Church Avenue. 
 
Some listed closures may extend beyond the scheduled times depending on the 
conditions encountered during excavation and construction. Appropriate traffic control 
measures, including signage, channeling devices, and flaggers, will be in place at each 
location to assist motorists traveling in these areas. Due to the ongoing presence of 
workers and equipment, motorists are advised to use caution and expect temporary 
delays in these areas.
