KUB contract crews will close a short section of East Inskip Road, between Cedar Lane
and Henrietta Drive, on the following dates and times in order to perform work on the
wastewater collection system in the area:

e January 3, 2017 between 7 a.m. -5 p.m.

e January 4, 2017- January 13, 2017 between 9 a.m. — 3 p.m.(Excludes

weekends)

All lanes will reopen outside of listed work hours. Alternate routes include Cedar Lane,
Henrietta Drive, Charles Drive, and Montrose Road. Local traffic access to driveways will
be maintained, and signs will be on site to assist with traffic control.

Some listed closures may extend beyond the scheduled times depending on the
conditions encountered during excavation and construction. Appropriate traffic control
measures will be in place at each location to assist motorists traveling in these areas.
Due to the ongoing presence of workers and equipment, motorists are advised to use
caution and expect temporary delays in these areas. More information on this and other
KUB construction projects can be found at www.kub.org.
