Re:   Traffic Advisory – Lane/Road Closure for Utility Work [All closures and work are 

weather permitting] 
 

(Forks of the River) South National Drive Road Closure [September 10–October 8] – 
KUB contractor crews will close a short section of roadway to through traffic near 5100 
South National Drive daily from 7 a.m. – 5 p.m., starting on Tuesday, September 10, and 
lasting through Tuesday, October 8, as part of a wastewater collection system project in the 
area. This section of South National Drive will reopen to normal traffic flow outside listed 
work hours. Access to businesses and driveways will be maintained. Alternate routes 
around the work zone include Asbury Road and North National Drive.  
 

Some listed closures may extend beyond the scheduled times depending on the conditions 
encountered during excavation and construction. Appropriate traffic control measures will be 
in place at each location to assist motorists traveling in these areas. Due to the ongoing 
presence of workers and equipment, motorists are advised to use caution and expect 
temporary delays in these areas.
